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Roles of Attendees 

Don Heirman is the Chair of TC 2 and the Chair of SC 1, Bill Radasky is the Vice Chair of SC 1 and the Chair of TC 5, Ileana-Diana Nicolae is the Secretary of SC 1, Petre-Marian Nicolae is the Chair of TC 7, Ed Hare is the Vice President of EMC-S Standards, Monrad Monsen is the Secretary of TC 2.  Don Heirman chaired this meeting.

Welcome and introductions 
Don Heirman, the Chair of SC 1, opened this meeting at the IEEE EMC and SIPI Symposium in Long Beach and emphasized that SC 1 is a coordinating committee with the intention to work with other technical committees in the IEEE EMC Society with regard to gathering information on EMC aspects of the Smart Grid.  If needed, the SC will prepare a position statement on Smart Grid EMC for the EMC Society Board of Directors for their consideration.  . 
He indicated that the scope/charter of the committee is found at: https://www.emcs.org/special-committee-smart-grid.html.  In this context, according to this charter, he recalled that all the chairs or their designee of the EMC technical committees (TC 2, TC 3, TC 4, TC 5, TC 7, TC 9, TC 10, TC 12 and the committee for Standards Development and Education - SDECom) are automatically included as members of SC 1. He also underlined that the soliciting of papers or organizing of special technical sessions is not a task of SC 1.  On the other hand, tutorials dealing with Smart Grid and EMC activities are often organized as the SC main contribution.
Don Heirman presented the agenda that had been e-mailed to the membership and asked if there were any suggestions for changes or additions.  Hearing none, the agenda was approved as written distributed.

Review and approval of the minutes from the Singapore meeting held in May 2018. 
The Chair invited Bill Radasky (acting chair of the last SC 1 meeting) presented the main information on the Singapore meeting held in May 2018. He mentioned there was poor attendance (only 4 attendees), representing only a small part of the EMC technical committee members who were invited attended.. He mentioned some scheduling aspects which occurred in Singapore relative to the organization of all meetings of Technical Committees/Special Committees and that could explain the overall poor attendance. The main reason seemed to be that the committee meetings were scheduled as luncheon meetings that did not provide food services, So potential attendees who wished to have lunch had to do so at the same time in another location and hence missed the committee meeting.
Bill Radasky reviewed the minutes, and there were no recommendations for changes. The minutes were therefore approved. 

Don Heirman recalled that the SC 1 membership list is dynamic and mentioned that it was continually updated with new information. Membership is based on attendance at the most recent SC 1 meetings. At this moment, the whole history of SC 1 meetings attendances was gathered in a single document. 
Comments on the new European EMC regulations addressing committee member private information were addressed as well. Email addresses as well as company information are not to be released without member approval.
