PURPOSE:	Formal recognition of outstanding teachers acknowledges the importance that EMC Society assigns to high-quality EMC Engineering education and the important role that continuing education plays in the EMCS's education outreach.
The EMCS Award for Excellence in Continuing EMC Engineering Education is intended to recognize an outstanding EMC engineering educator who is a member of the IEEE EMC Society, who has shared technical and professional abilities through teaching in industry, government, or in continuing education institutions other than academia, for excellence in the design, delivery, and support of continuing education courses and programs in the fields of interest to EMC Engineering; for the ability to inspire students; for contributions to education and the publication of books and other writings and for innovations in EMC engineering education. In so doing he/she has made an outstanding contribution to the EMC Engineering profession and to the EMC engineering education community.
In particular, the Award recognizes outstanding contributions to teaching activities in Continuing EMC Engineering Education in the following areas:
· Instruction (classroom, lab, virtual)
· Advising/supporting/mentoring of students
· Course design and/or curriculum development
· Development of innovative teaching methods
· Development of innovative educational materials
· Leadership to improve teaching
· Use of research on teaching
· Commitment to professional growth and development and/or effective collaboration with colleagues and education partners


SCOPE:	One award annually

ELIGIBILITY OF THE NOMINEE:
· The nominee must have been a member of the IEEE EMC Society for at least one year as of the date of the nomination.
· The Nominee must have at least ten years of teaching experience in Continuing Education.

ELIGIBILITY OF THE NOMINATOR:
Any person, including a non-IEEE Member, is eligible to serve as a nominator of this award, with the exception of current members of the IEEE EMCS Board of Governors or E&SAC Awards Subcommittee.  Self-nominations are not acceptable.

NOMINATION PACKAGE: The nomination package should include the following:
1. IEEE EMCS Excellence in Continuing EMC Engineering Education Award Nomination Form, to be completed by the nominator
· Only the current nomination form may be used.
· The word count limit shall not be exceeded.
· Late submissions are not accepted.
· No additional pages or materials may be attached to the nomination form.
· Unsuccessful nominations are not carried over to the next year.
2.	No less than three (3) and no more than five (5) letters of endorsement
· Members of the IEEE EMCS Board of Governors or E&SAC Awards Subcommittee may not serve as References for the award.
· Endorsement letters are due by the same date as the nomination and the same addresses below should be used for submission.
· Letters must be sent by the endorsers directly to the Chair at the address below.
· There is no required form or format for these letters.
· If more than five letters are received, only the first five received will be used in the evaluation.

EVALUATION OF THE NOMINATIONS:
· The nominations are evaluated by the IEEE EMCS E&SAC Award Committee.
· Results of the award committee will be communicated to the nominators (not the nominees) no later than May 31.

BASIS OF SELECTION:
Award consideration is based upon the following contributions and achievements:
1.	Importance of educational contribution
2.	Level and extent of involvement in EMC engineering education
3.	Output of books, papers, technical presentations, and other educational products
4.	Service to the EMC Society of the IEEE
5.	Service to non-IEEE professional/technical organizations
6.	Recognition though other honors

AWARD INSTRUMENT:
The award consists of a sum not to exceed US$1,000 cash award as well as a suitably inscribed brass and walnut plaque, attesting to the accomplishment(s) made by the member.

10.	State why the nominee is worthy of this recognition. Describe in what capacity this individual has been exemplary, emphasizing contributions which went beyond what might have been expected of others in this field.
11.	List primary service to or on behalf of this Section, including dates associated with each elected or appointed office held.
12.	List service to the Institute outside of those already described in the previous section.
13.	Describe the nominee's career of involvement in EMC engineering education and teaching, emphasizing the individual's particular distinction in this field.
14.	Provide a list of the EMC-related books, papers, articles, technical presentations, significant educational responsibilities, and other information to support an accurate determination of the nominee's productivity.
15.	List service to the EMC profession in professional/technical organizations other than IEEE.
16.	List recognition received through other honors.
17.	The nominator must sign and date the nomination form.

Remember that this award recognizes educational contributions, within government or industry or in continuing education institutions other than academia and other non-traditional educational opportunities. Be specific and complete in describing the nominee's dedication and accomplishments. During the nomination evaluation process, particular emphasis is placed on the importance of the individual's educational contributions. To assist the nominator, the evaluation form used to rank candidates for the Award is included in this manual following the nomination form.
